Movie Nights is an outreach initiative aimed at delivering the cinema experience to young people in
remote rural areas who often lack access to such opportunities. It transforms a public or semi-
private space into a pop-up outdoor or indoor cinema, creating an inclusive and cultural moment for
community youth. The experience may be enhanced with a group discussion (debrief) after the film
to share thoughts and reflections.
